Warranty Period:

Residential use: 25 years.
Commercial use: 10 years.

Conditions of Coverage:

Installation must be performed according to this guide.

All maintenance requirements must be followed.

Environmental conditions must be maintained within specified limits (temperature, humidity, and
subfloor conditions).

This warranty is non-transferable and applies only to the original purchaser.

Exclusions:

Damage caused by improper installation (including failure to leave required expansion gaps).
Moisture infiltration, flooding, plumbing leaks, or standing water.

Use of steam cleaners or wet cleaning methods.

Scratches, dents, or wear caused by furniture, appliances, pets, or high-heeled shoes.
Discoloration due to sunlight or UV exposure.

Minor color, gloss, or texture variations.

Use of unapproved cleaning products (bleach, ammonia, solvents).

Improper maintenance or neglect.

Flooring installed outdoors or in uncontrolled environments.

e Room temperature: 18-27°C (65-80°F), maintained 48 hours before, during, and 72 hours after
installation.

e Subfloor temperature: at least 15°C (59°F).

¢ Relative humidity must be maintained between 35-65%, with an ideal range of 45-55%.
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e In new construction or large renovation projects, walls, subfloor, and indoor air must first reach a
stable balance.

Subfloor moisture content must be <2% (CM method).

If humidity exceeds 65%, a dehumidifier must be used to reduce it to standard levels.

Subfloor must be clean, dry, and level (no more than 3 mm deviation over 2 meters)..

New concrete must cure for at least 28 - 60 days.

All other trades must complete work prior to installation.

Installers must record and archive environmental conditions on the day of installation.

¢ SPC flooring must be installed using a floating method only. Do not glue, nail, or screw
planks to the subfloor.

e An expansion gap of 8—12 mm (5/16-3/8 inch) must be left around all walls, columns,
pipes, and fixed structures.

e Inrooms exceeding 7.6 m (25 ft) in width or 12.2 m (40 ft) in length, install transition
profiles to prevent stress. Use T-moldings at doorways and between areas.

e Do not install cabinets or heavy fixed objects on top of the flooring.

e Undercut door frames to allow planks to slide underneath.

Step 1 — Prepare Subfloor and Materials CEREE AR / JAURIR 3R 9T dUR ﬁ)

Ensure the subfloor is clean, dry, level, and within moisture limits. Acclimate flooring planks in the room
for at least 48 hours.
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Step 2 — Install First Plank in First Row (235 —HEE—H / gl Ufed &1 ugent q@ ﬁ"'ITE")

Place the first plank flat against the starting wall. Use spacers to maintain an 8—12 mm expansion gap.
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Step 3 — Complete the First Row (583 —HE / gl ufed @ aﬁ')

For each new plank in the first row:

e Hold at a 15-25° angle.
e Insert the short edge tongue into the groove of the previous plank.
e Lower gently to lock the short edge connection.

Repeat until the entire first row is complete.
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Step 4 — Install First Plank of Second Row (235 —HiSE—3k / W’\ﬂ tfad &1 qgﬁ tl?f ?ITIT\Q")

Place the first plank of the second row flat on the subfloor. Align the long edge tongue with the groove of
the first row. Slide the plank horizontally forward until fully engaged.
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Step 5 — Connect the Next Plank in Second Row GE#FE _HEF—#= / m Ufed o 3ATe tl?f
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Place the next plank flat, aligning the long edge. Lift the plank at a 15-25° angle to insert the short edge
tongue into the groove. While lowering, the long edge will slide into the groove. Press down gently until
fully locked.
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Step 6 — Continue Installation (4R5EZ73E / Wﬁ%’*fﬁ SRY ?@)
Repeat this process row by row, ensuring all connections are secure.
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Step 7 — Install Final Row (Z2: 55—k / 3ifaw ufa @)

Measure and cut the planks to fit the final row, maintaining the expansion gap. Use a pull bar and mallet
to lock the last planks in place.
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Step 8 — Install Under Door Jambs (| JHE T 2Z22& / mﬁaﬁiﬁ@?‘ﬂ'w’m

Undercut the door frames. Slide the plank underneath and tap gently to secure.
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Step 9 — Remove Spacers and Install Trims (F2ER3E R HZ2EE WA / TR EET\';:’ 3R E’q FI"'ITE[)

Remove all spacers. Install skirting boards or trims to cover the expansion gaps. Do not fasten trims to the
floor surface.
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Locking System:
This SPC flooring uses an Angle and Flow Down locking system.

e Long edge installation: Planks are placed flat on the subfloor. Slide the plank
horizontally forward into the groove of the previous plank until fully engaged. No
separate plastic insert or clip is used.

e Short edge installation: Lift the plank at an angle (15-25°), insert into the short end
groove, and lower to lock.

Important Precautions:

e Never force planks into place; always ensure a clean connection before locking.

e Tap gently with a tapping block and rubber mallet; excessive force can damage the
locking profile.

e Make sure no debris or dust is in the joints before connecting planks.

¢ Do not walk on newly installed sections until properly locked and checked.
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Care and Maintenance (B 5=FE / CECET ] 3R ELCEECIE))

Sweep or vacuum regularly with a soft brush.

Clean with a damp microfiber mop and pH-neutral cleaner.

Do not use steam cleaners or wet cleaning methods.

Wipe spills immediately.

Use felt pads under furniture.

Maintain room temperature 18—27°C, humidity 35-65%.

Maintaining these environmental conditions continuously is essential to prevent warping,
excessive expansion or contraction, and to keep the warranty valid.
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
